Curve Balls…...Whether we knock it to the fence, watch it go by, swing 
and miss, or fight it off and look for another pitch to handle; we’ve all got 
to deal with them in our lives.  How we deal with them tells as much about 
a person or a community than anything.  I’ve seen how our community 
handles these curve balls and I couldn’t be more proud or honored to be a 
part of it as you’ve taught me how to deal with the crooked pitches I’ve 
seen recently in my own life.  I’ve also learned a great deal over the past 
year about the things that are truly important, both within and outside of 
baseball. 
Baseball is a passion for many people, including myself, but at the end of 
the day, it’s still a game.  It’s a game we enroll our kids in to experience 
the competition, to learn what its like to be on a team, how to handle wins 
and even more important, losses.  It keeps our kids active and involved in a 
physical activity, hopefully out of trouble and away from other influences or 
deceptions.  The game can hopefully teach our kids a little bit on how to 
deal with curve balls, not only coming out of a pitchers hand, but in life.  
Our hope should be that they enjoy the game, at whatever level they play.  
Whether your kids play at 3rd League or 0 League, the lessons are the 
same and the rewards equal.  So, my plea to all of you as we enter our 
17th year of providing Youth Baseball in our community is:  KEEP IT IN PERSPECTIVE!  This is something I also 
need to do myself. 
In a particular game, Little Timmy may not remember that he went 2 for 4.  But he will remember that Mom or Dad 
argued or yelled at the umpire because that pitch he called for strike three during one of his at-bats should have 
been a ball based on their better view of the pitch from the comfort of their lawn chairs halfway down the third base 
line.  He may not remember that he stole a base or scored a run or made a diving catch in right field but he’ll  
remember the Coach yelling at him for swinging at a bad pitch or making an errant throw. 
He will remember the Coach or Parents telling him that they’re proud of him for giving his best effort, praising that 
one hit or even the battles he fought during his other at-bats, even though he didn’t reach base.  He’ll remember his 
teammates cheering for him when he made that great catch or stole that base and he’ll remember the Coach,  
Parents and Players telling him to forget about the bad throw and “you’ll get it next time”.  He’ll remember shaking 
hands at the end of the game and receiving respect and thanks from the other team for playing hard and a “good 

game”. 
With the nearly 1300 kids that are a part of our Association and the others 
that aren’t, the chances that our kids will go on to play baseball on a High 
School team, regardless of whether they’re on a 0 League team or 3rd 
League team, are slim.  The chances of them growing up and being a part of 
a community, being a responsible adult, parent or coach, being a role model 
for others or helping others that are less fortunate are much greater.  As 
parents or Coaches our job should be to teach them and prepare them for 
life, whether baseball is a part of it or not and to provide them with a fun 

and enjoyable baseball experience. 
Once again, to all of our members, I wish to personally “Thank You” for your support.  For those of you coming 
over to witness first-hand the quality and value of our Association, “Welcome!”  To those who still haven’t had the 
“NJJBA Experience”, we hope you’ll give us a try and

The 7 and 8-year-old Competitive Program was formerly referred to as the Roberto Clemente or RC League.  The program is  
designed for those kids who want to get a leg up on competitive baseball and / or those whose skills have outpaced the other  
8-and-Under Programs (Machine Pitch / Instructional Kid Pitch). 
 
Tryouts are required in order to be selected to the 7 and 8-year-old Competitive Team(s).  The number of teams formed will be 
based on the tryout numbers and comparative skill levels of the players in the tryouts.  The team(s) will play a normal JCJBL 
League schedule, which involves cross-county games vs. the likes of Columbine, Green Mountain, Broomfield, to name a few (go to 
the JCJBL web site for additional county information – www.jcjbl.org).  In addition, there are tournaments available for these teams 
to enter as well as a State Championship Tournament, should they qualify.  Season dates run from April 2nd thru June 24th with 
the State Tournament taking place the last week of June / 1st week of July. 
 
The 7 and 8-Year-Old Competitive Program is a great opportunity for kids to play against better competition and to hone their skills 
even further.  A typical team will play an average of 20 to 22 games in a season based on League + Tournament games.  I would 
like to encourage all interested parties to take a look at the program and see if it fits your needs.
