Tee-Ball Program (4/5-Year-Olds)

Registration Fee: $60.00

The Tee-Ball program is for boys and girls ages 
4 and 5.  There will be one practice a week and 
one game scheduled each Saturday beginning in 
April.  The focus at the Tee-Ball level is very 
basic hitting, fielding, and throwing fundamen-
tals in a fun and engaging team-oriented 
environment.  The registration fee includes a 
hat and jersey, and the use of a helmet and a 
bat.
